- To have the reading skills necessary fo read a range of text Jrypes for pleasure and for
information

- To be confident, competent readers. (FLuency / Au’roma’rici’ry)
- To have access to a range of reading experiences.
+ Regular reading out loud to others at home and at school.

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My child is a good reader, what happens next?

It is vitally important fo still have an unders’randing of what your child is reading as well as the
skills they are using fo read new and unfamiliar words. AL’rhough they very often want to read in
their head, once fluent it is still important fo hear them read out Loud.

Once children are reading within the Emerald and Sapphire book bands, they are able to

choose
from the range of high quality fexts; class teachers can always help quide choices.




My child won't read, how can | help?

Read TO your child as much as possible, modelling yourself
as a reader.

Don't force them to read huge amounts - little and offen!

Discuss any concerns with the class teacher - there may be
interventions which can help.

Encourage your child o read lots of different fext types of
their choice!
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What happening this ferm?

A focus on number and place value.

In Year 5, this includes reading and writing humbers
to 1 million, ordering and comparing these numbers,
Roman numerals an nega’rive numbers.

We want [Jupits to feel confident with what each digit
in these large numbers is actually worth.

Writing
We fake a sequenced approach fo Writing and plan in conjunction with the children.

They are assessed three times within a half ferm - a Cold, Warm and Hot piece of
writing.

Children’s wrifing is always given a ‘purpose’. In Year 5, that is either To
enterfain’, Toinform’, To discuss’ or To persuade’. They will have met all these
purposes previously, except discussion writing.

The Year 5 expectation for handwriting is to use a joined, cursive, legible style.

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Swimming

We have the Bengeworth Barracuda scheme of swimming lessons and awards at school that are used fo focus on building
confidence and fechnique in the water as well as develop an understanding of water safety too.

Reception - 5 weeks of swimming lessons in Summer term at Evesham Leisure Centre
Year 2,3 and Y- Two weeks of intensive swimming lessons (30 minutes per day) in the ‘Pop up Pool’ at school
Year 1and 5 - 10 weeks of swimming lessons at Evesham Leisure Centre

Information regarding when you child’s class will swim can be found in our Curriculum Yearly Overview on our website and a letter will be sent home at
least 3 weeks in advance.

Take them swimming for fun!
Celebrate their successes they share from lessons in school!
